Annual Kirkin’ O’ Tartans Celebration 
Sunday, November 29th  

 
On Sunday, November 29th, 2009 at the 5 p.m. Evensong Service, we will celebrate St. 
Andrew's Day, Patron Saint of Scotland.  

We are cordially inviting all Clans and their representatives to join us in celebrating the 
Kirkin' O' the Tartans at this service. We will, of course, have the bagpipe and enjoy this 
celebration of our patron saint on the Eve of his day. 

Tartan is symbolic of Scotland and her heritage worn with pride by Scots and their 
descendants throughout the world. The origins of the Kirkin' O' The Tartans may reach 
back over 250 years. After the tragedy of the 1745 Jacobite Uprising, tartan, along with 
kilt, bagpipes, and battle weapons, were outlawed in Scotland by the English. Legend tells 
us that Scots were unwilling to part with their beloved tartans. Though wearing tartan in 
public could draw severe penalties, it is said that many placed pieces of their Clan Tartan in 
their Bibles. 

The Kirkin' O' The Tartans, as we know it, is an American creation. The Reverend Dr. 
Peter Marshal, pastor of the New York Avenue Presbyterian Church in Washington, D.C. 
had emigrated from Scotland. As President of the St. Andrew Society of Washington D.C., 
Dr. Marshall held the first Kirkin' at his church in 1946. Since 1954, the service has been 
held at the Washington National Cathedral (Episcopal).
